	Build a portfolio of stories and present them.


	
	· Write a proposal for a portfolio of stories and present your proposal to your teacher in a post on your WordPress blog, and present your proposal to the class. Stories must be pitched to your teacher and approved before you proceed.
· Your stories may be written, or presented in video, audio, or photographic formats, or any combination of these media. 
· Your stories or project may be incorporated into a multimedia project on a website (e.g. Wix, Weebly) or blog (WordPress), or online storytelling platform (e.g. Medium, Steller), or a printed project (e.g. a zine), or a series of broadcast stories (audio and/or video via Soundcloud podcasts or YouTube/Vimeo).
· On your personal WordPress blog, include a clear description of your intended purpose and audience for each story in the project (250 words maximum)
· For each story, use a style, voice, and presentation appropriate to your chosen purpose and audience. Provide room for readers’ comments, and seek feedback from at least three people (NOT fellow students) for each story                         
· Build a social media presence (e.g. Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, Flickr, YouTube) to promote your project, and show evidence of interaction with your project’s audience  
· During the semester, record your progress every two weeks as directed by your teacher. Your progress report should include:

· Work you completed in the previous two weeks

· Minutes of your group meetings, if relevant

· Work you will complete in the next two weeks

· A short (50-100 words) analysis of your impressions of your progress, and how it might be improved
· Your final report should offer your impressions of your finished project, with details of things you might have done differently

· Tweet a link of your completed portfolio to your teacher @Babelfishes, on or before the due date
