DETAILS
	PART 1: Pitch an idea for a story (DUE March 11, 2016)


	
	· Write a story pitch for a written feature or mid-length radio or video story and post your pitch on your WordPress blog on or before March 13. Your story must contain at least one interview, and evidence of factual research. Opinion pieces will not be considered. (Written feature length: 1000-1500 words; radio/video story duration 5 minutes)
· Choose a publication or station that would be a good fit for your story and imagine you are writing an email pitching it to the editor or producer. Your pitch should be at least 100 words long, beginning with a clear sentence that explains what the story is about. This sentence should be followed by information that offers context and background to your story, and helps establish why the story is newsworthy and worth being considered for publication or broadcast.
· Pitch your story to your teacher and class in a pitch meeting on March 18.
PART 2: Submit a story draft (DUE May 6, 2016)
· Submit the first draft of your written, audio or video story in a post on your WordPress blog.
· Your story should be complete – in other words, perceived by you to be finished and ready for your editor or producer’s consideration.
· Include with your story a transcript or recording of the interview/s you conducted.
· In about 100 words posted in your TAFE Journal explain how you think your story turned out, and whether there are any changes you would make to it, or to the way you put it together. 
PART 3: Submit edited feature (DUE May 20, 2016)
· Ask a classmate or another trusted person to read, listen to, or watch your story and give you their opinion.

· Taking this into account, along with feedback from your teacher, edit your story to make improvements. 
· Post your final, edited version of the story on your blog.
· Write another email offering your finished story to the editor or producer of your chosen publication.
· Write one final journal entry outlining how you feel about the story you created, including your assessment of its strengths and the things that might not have gone to plan – is there anything you might do differently next time?
