	· Build a WordPress blog. Your “About” page must contain a personal bio and/or a statement about the purpose of your blog. Where appropriate, stories you post should be accompanied by an illustration, e.g. a photograph, or other elements such as embedded audio or video.
· Keep a journal of your progress throughout the semester, posting every two weeks. Your journal should include a self-assessment of the work you’ve completed, work you’d like to complete as you continue the course, and your thoughts about your successes.
· You must have a Twitter account. Tweet a link to your WordPress account to your teacher @babelfishes on or before final class on May 27.
· All work published on your blog MUST observe copyright. Images and other illustrations must be your own, or obtained under Creative Commons licencing. Illustrations should include a credit for the author of the work.

· Portfolio 1 (Due March 11):

At least one news story written from a press release or other source, posted on your WordPress blog with an accompanying photograph or other illustration. Your story should be pitched to your teacher before you proceed.

· Portfolio 2 (Due May 30):

At least one human interest story (600-800 words), with photograph or other relevant illustration, posted on your WordPress blog. You may also include audio/video that relates to your story. Your story must be your own idea, pitched to your teacher before you start. 

· Final portfolio (Due May 27):
